The first half of the
course revises the basic structure of bidding whilst concentrating on play techniques for both declarer and defenders,
then we go on to cover further aspects of bidding including openings at the two and three level, competitive bidding
and slam bidding. The system used is Acol (the Standard English version used by the English Bridge Union as a
basis for all its teaching).

How long? The course lasts 8 weeks. All students will be provided with professionally produced notes and be
given introductory membership of both the Young Chelsea BC and the English Bridge Union, making you part of the
large family of Bridge players across the country. You will also be entitled to 2 free supervised play sessions after the
end of the course.

Who will I be Taugh'l‘ by? Allour tutors are very experienced players and fully qualified EBU-trained teachers.

How much? The course fee, including tuition and all the above benefits, is £140 (or £120 for those who are
already members of the Young Chelsea BC).
